Named for their striped
feathers, there are six species
of Tiger Heron worldwide. Not
much is know about them, as
they tend to be shy creatures
that flee frorn human contact.
Also known as the Mexican
Tiger Heron, the Bare Throated
is perhaps the most visible of
the Tiger Herons. Still, it is a
solitary animal and does form
colonies as do other herons,
not even for mating. It is also a
nocturnal hunter, making it
even harder to study.  Their
relatively flat nests, with 2 or 3
greenish eggs, are usually
